1. Priority will be given to events that are related to workforce development. 

 

2. Scholarships shall be designated for OregonETA members that have been members 

for the last two years. 

 

3. The maximum scholarship amount per person shall not exceed $500.00. 

 

4. Application date must be at least two weeks prior to the training event date. 

 

5. Scholarship recipients agree to write a short article for the OregonETA star (within 

three months of their training). Failure to submit an article (within one year) will 

disqualify an applicant from future scholarship considerations. 

 

6. For any other training besides the annual OregonETA Rendezvous, there shall be a 

limit of two individuals per office to attend the same training course. In the case of 

duplicate requests, the priority will be given in date-received order. 

 

7. Board members are eligible to request scholarships. Board members are not allowed 

to vote on their own scholarship request. 

 

8. Members are eligible to receive one scholarship every two years. 

 

9. All payments will be in the form of reimbursement for actual expenses. 

 

10. Applications will be accepted and considered, as funds are available.
